In science the children will explore the development of materials over time, 
including researching some of the key material innovators.  They will 
investigate different materials and consider those which are best to use for 
certain tasks. 
The children will also learn about how humans grow from babies to adults 
and they will get the chance to compare this life cycle with that of other 
animals, such as frogs and butterflies.  By looking at a range of species, 
children will be able to consider the ways different organisms give birth.

We will follow a route on a map and use locational language to describe 
how to get from one place to another.
